Kalon Kelley: Review CRAHTAC'’s 11 Principles for
Gaviota Tralls Planning

1. A continuous coastal trail from Winchester Canyon
to Vandenberg.

2. Siting of this trail to be as close to the coast as
reasonable.

3. Easements for the trail should be ambulatory to
accommodate future erosion.

4. The trail should be multi-use (hikers, equestrians,

bicyclists). In places it may be appropriate to divide
the trail.

5. The composition of the trail should reflect allowed
uses.



6. Vertical beach access should be provided at a
variety of locations along the coast spaced so as to
provide continuous beach access.

7. Vertical beach access should use natural features as
much as possible.

8. Trall siting and vertical access should be sensitive to
special ecological and cultural concerns.

9. Trails and vertical access should be specified in
terms of responsibility for construction and
maintenance.

10. The connection of the coastal trail to inland trails is
an important desiderata in trail design.

11. The County should strive to substantially expand
foothill trail opportunities as part of the Gaviota Area
Plan.
