The table below identifies the land uses currently available to a property owner for land zoned U, AG or AL under Ordinance 661 compared fo land uses
available in the AG-TI zone under the Land Use Development Code (LUDC). The table illustrates that a significant number of discretionary land uses
(e.g. conditional use pernut or development plan) are no longer available under Ordinance 661 since the permmt procedures and conditionally pernutted
uses were repealed from the ordinance in 1984.
