° LUDP 4: Required findings of adequate public and 

private services prior to permit.
° LUDP 5: Within Urban areas, new development (except 

ag purposes) shall be serviced by the appropriate 
public sewer and water district or an existing mutual 
water company, if such service is available.

• Example: Toro Canyon

° GEO-3.2: Actions to minimize retreat shall include, but not 
be limited to, restricting septic tank use, minimizing 
irrigation, and utilizing culverts and drainage pipes to 
convey run-off. 

• Example: Mission Canyon
° WW-1.2: 2 disposal fields required to prevent failure of 

primary system.
° WW-1.5: 100ft buffer from the geologic top of slope of 

creek banks.
° WW-1.8: Required 4 year septic system inspection (EHS 

notification)

Other Service Provision: 
Water Wells

• EHS administers the water quality program:
° protect public’s health and to prevent disease assuring 

that small, public and private water systems are safe, 
and that supplies are adequately available. 

° Regular inspections, 
° bacteriological and chemical sampling, 
° plan checks, 
° permitting, and 
° public education.  

• WAT-GV-8: County shall actively support any 
purveyor effort to comprehensively monitor 
private wells.
