• Community Plan Characterizes 
Neighborhoods and Sub-Areas in terms 
of:

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1993 Goleta Community Plan

• Residential Land Use Chapter designed 
to:

° Focus residential developments away from 
environmental constraints (i.e. More Mesa, 
Pozzoto Grassland).

° Preserve overall character of existing 
neighborhoods while creating opportunities for 
affordable houses and open spaces.

° Provide designations for medium to high 
density along major transit corridors in close 
proximity to jobs and/or services. 
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1993 Goleta Community Plan

• 1993 – Commercial/industrial 
development outpaced residential 
development in Goleta

° Imbalance created increased commuters, 
increased traffic, increased costs, etc.

° GGMO placed emphasis on the provision for 
housing in GCP policy to balance ratio of 
residential to commercial.

° Key site approach for unique properties
° Projected 5,598 add’l houses under the GCP
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1993 Goleta Community Plan Update

• 2009 - Existing residential development 
largely outweighs existing commercial 
development

° Few jobs/services in GVPA
° GGMO repealed
° Approaching residential “build out” conditions
° Reduced construction rates, population growth 

rates

• South Coast projected population increase 

rate to 2030= 7.9%
• Unincorporated South Coast projected 

construction rate = 13 houses per year.
• Eastern Goleta Valley can accommodate 

~20% of the future residential unit capacity 
(596/2874)

• Future house construction rate = 2.59 houses 
per year on average
