Goals for Future Houses

• Ensure new residential growth is slow, 

purposeful, and enhancing of the suburban 

residential character of the planning area.

• Ensure that residential population increases 

are paced with increases in public facilities 

and services to meet the needs of existing 

and future populations.
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Staff Recommendations

Goals for Future Houses

• Promote land uses and development patterns 

that preserve and enhance the physical and 

social integrity of the planning area’s built-up 

core neighborhoods and maximize areas 

devoted to agriculture, conservation of the 

natural environment, and open space.

• Prioritize infill development in the urban area of 

the planning area optimizing locations 

connected to services and infrastructure and 

multi-modal transportation opportunities.

Goals for Future Houses

• Limit residential development in hazardous areas, 

such as high fire, flood, and geologically unstable 

zones.

• Ensure that all new houses are resource efficient 

and low-impact.

• Ensure that all new houses protect and enhance 

the aesthetics and viewsheds of the built and 

natural environments of the planning area.
