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Ocean Monitoring Program

• Over 2 million data points collected 
and analyzed since 1985

Upgrading Construction Costs $22,500,000

Engineering Services $3,375,000

Permitting and Environmental Services $225,000

Legal and Administrative Costs $450,000

Financing Costs $1,125,000

Contingency @ 10% of Cosntruction Cost $2,250,000

Total Estimated Project Cost $29,925,000
