� Phases 1 and 2A have been completed

� Programmed $455,000 from American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Funds for Construction

� Limits:
� Summerland by the Sea
� Greenwell Ave/Lillie Ave Intersection
� Lillie Ave between Valencia Rd and Temple St

� Limits were developed to meet funding amount

� No Landscape in these areas

� Fast Track Schedule due to ARRA Funding

� Begin Construction Mid November 2009

LILLIE AVE CIRCULATION IMPROVEMENTS
ARRA PHASE



� $2,000,000 Programmed in the State Transportation 
Improvement Plan (STIP) for Construction

� Limits:
� Lillie Ave between Temple St and Greenwell Ave
� North side of the Lillie Ave only
� Includes Retaining Wall at 2549 Lillie Ave
� Plantings Phase 2A area between Coleville and 

Valencia

� Currently working on finalizing conceptual designs

� Right of Way will be required

� Anticipate Construction to begin Fall 2010

LILLIE AVE CIRCULATION IMPROVEMENTS
PHASE 2B



GREENWELL AVE SLIDE REPAIR
� The repair will be a 4 foot high retaining wall, 160 feet 

long

� Environmental Review is complete

� Working with Edison to temporarily relocate/deactivate 
overhead power lines

� Construction will restore two way traffic

� Construction is scheduled to begin in February 2010

ONE-WAY STREETS

• BENEFITS
– Reduction of cut through traffic
– Reduces head-on conflicts

• DISADVANTAGE
– Confusing
– Circulation
– Compliance
– Signage



Parking Study

• Completed in June 2008.
• Studied the improved sections of Lillie Ave and 

Ortega Hill and adjoining neighborhood streets.
• Findings

– Current Capacity exceeds demand
– No observed impacts into neighborhood
– Restaurants creating highest demands
– Needs to monitored as development continues to 

grow.



VACATING ROAD RIGHT OF WAY

� Current Summerland Community Plan states

� “CIRC-S-18: Existing public rights-of-way shall not 
be abandoned”

� Public Works has received several requests through the 
years to vacate Road Right of Way

� Private Homeowners

� Summerland School

� Portions of Road Right of Way are currently being used 
as trails within the community – Hollister St for example



VACATING ROAD RIGHT OF WAY

� Summerland School Request

� Increase their lot size to meet needs of the school 
for the community



VACATING ROAD RIGHT OF WAY

� Private Homeowner Request

� Road Right of Way would never be a road or a trail

ENCROACHMENTS IN ROAD RIGHT OF WAY

� Current Summerland Community Plan states

� “CIRC-S-17: New encroachment of structures, 
fence, walls, landscaping, etc. into existing road 
rights-of-way shall not be permitted”

� Public Works has issued encroachment permits when 
necessary for development

� Driveways, Utility Trenches, Minor Landscaping, 
Retaining Walls for the safety of the travelling public

ENCROACHMENTS IN ROAD RIGHT OF WAY

� Public Works has developed an Encroachment Policy 
that allows for clear recovery zones

� 7 foot clear area on rural roads of 25 mph

� 10 foot clear area on rural roads of 35 mph

� Provide guidance on aesthetics of walls, type of 
landscaping, materials for sidewalks and walking paths

� Parking restrictions guidelines
