Background: 2003-2008 Housing Element

* May 2006: Housing Element adopted by the Board

* August 2006: State HCD certifies Housing Element,
conditioned upon completion of a program to rezone
land to appropriately accommodate 1,235 units of
affordable housing

* November 2006: NOP and Scoping Hearing on original
Rezone Program based on sites selected by the
Planning Commission

e January 2007: Public Meeting in Santa Maria on
original Rezone Program
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Background: 2003-2008 Housing Element

» August 2007: Board of Supervisors approves Isla Vista Master
Plan — County requests final certification of Housing Element with
credit for Isla Vista rezones

e September-June 2007: Dialogue with State HCD to re-evaluate the

need for a rezone program

e June 2008: State HCD credits County for Isla Vista rezones;
directs County to amend Housing Element and proceed with a
revised rezone program to accommodate remaining 370 affordable
housing units

» July 2008: County holds EIR Scoping Hearing to obtain public
input regarding Focused Rezone Program EIR issues

Background: 2003-2008 Housing Element

* August 2008: Planning Commission recommends
approval of technical amendments to the Housing
Element to reflect the residential development capacity
of the Isla Vista Master Plan Master Plan

* August 2008: County releases Draft EIR for 45 day
public review and comment period

* September 2008: County holds public hearing to obtain

public input regarding Focused Rezone Program Draft
EIR
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Focused Rezone Program

* Must be completed in order to comply with the
State’s directive and to maintain certification

* Rezone sites must provide for by-right
construction of multifamily housing at a
minimum density of 20 units per acre

* Rezone sites must provide for a minimum of
370 units

Focused Rezone Program

* In 2006, County Planning Commission reaffirmed the
ten sites for evaluation in the Rezone Program

* Three Los Alamos sites will no longer be considered
due to health & safety issues identified during the Los
Alamos Community Plan update process

» Owners have already submitted development proposals
to the County for two sites in Orcutt

» These two sites form the project description of the
Focused Rezone Program

* Remaining five of the original ten sites will be analyzed
as alternatives
